As we begin this awesome journey together through the Scriptures; I want to
share with everyone a few truths that I've learned over the years—as a way of

further introduction and regarding foundations of my teaching style.

First, “God is sovereign!” I believe all of our failures and accomplishments are
subject to the counsel of His will; and they are directly related to our eternal

purpose in Christ for the glory of God. Teaching emphasis: “God is in control!”

Secondly, the Lord God seems to begin working with us from an eternal
perspective “outside of time”; having the ability to see and influence all of our
days before we were even born. God translates His grace and activity “in
time” and space for you and I to experience Him. Teaching emphasis: “God has

foreknowledge and sets predetermined plans!”
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Thirdly, we will begin this new study format with the book of Romans. I
believe the book of Romans serves as the best starting point of personal Bible
study for today’s Christians. The foundations, principles and mysteries of God
are revealed in the book of Romans as in no other book. Teaching emphasis:

“God demonstrates His love toward us!”

The three-fold plan is to study three books of the Bible simultaneously to
cover a broad spectrum of Biblical truths in a “timely” manner. That is, to set
aside three daily study times (30 minutes+): Morning—Mid-day & Evening for
a total study of three major sections of Scripture (N.T.—Gospels—O0.T.).

NOTE: I believe our main hindrance to the study of the Word of God is
“inconsistency.” This produces gaps in our understanding of Scripture;
leading to poor retention, distractions, frustration, giving-up, and
settling for a mediocre relationship with God the Father and the Lord
Jesus Christ. The goal of these studies—by God’s grace—is to help us
understand our purpose in the Lord Jesus Christ; and promote a passion

in us to love, obey and serve Him.
